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Franciszek Pospieszalski Sextet is a unique mix of Polish young generation musicians. Large part of them looking for new inspiration,
and in order to broaden the horizons of art, went to study at Rhythmic
Music Conservatory in Copenhagen.
The band's line-up is unconventional and their inspiration comes from jazz, improvised music, through classical contemporary music and rock.
Franciszek Pospieszalski allowed his compositions to include Polish
soul, impatient curiosity about the world and uncompromising attitude, 
sometimes not easy, "controversial" sounds of the six-person
composition.
It can be said that the band is made up of two trios giving the same
wide sound through two drum kits, two electric saxophones
piano / piano and double bass or bass guitar. The leader has widened in the new
music material repertoire about pieces for jazz sextet z
accompanied by a string quartet and even placed a part
four-handed piano, adding one more person - a pianist.

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Marek Pospieszalski - saxophonist, leader of his own quartet, co-creates “Malediwy”, plays in the Wojtek Mazolewski quintet, performs solo, performs in the project of Kuba Płużek and collaborates with Tomek Sroczyński.
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Jędrzej Łagodziński - a graduate of the RMC in Copenhagen, leader of his own “LOVE” project, he co-creates the band The Love and Beauty Seekers and the label Love and Beauty Music.
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Grzegorz Tarwid - pianist and composer. Has concerts including with Zbigniew Namysłowski, Maciej Obara, but also Marcin Masecki or Jan Młynarski. He co-creates: original quartet with Maciej Kądziel, Andrzej Święs and Krzysztof Szmańda, Sundial trio (with Wojciech Jachna and Albert Karch), duo Diomede with Tomasz Markanicz, project SPRZEDAM with Macio Moretti and Jędrzej Łagodziński and duet Alfons Slik with Szymon Gąsiorek. In January this year he was the curator of the Piano Room festival at the Warsaw SPATiF club.
