
Franciszek Pospieszalski Trio
The group presents original compositions by Franciszek Pospieszalski. Musical influences put on an equal footing jazz, improvisation and
classic impressionist sounds of piano music. At the beginning of February 2019, the band released their first album
Accumulated Thoughts. In 2019, at the Jazz Juniors competition, he was awarded the "Jazz Po Polsku" tour in Asia. In 2020 was awarded a special prize at the Krokus Jazz Festival competition.
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Franciszek Pospieszalski - double bass, compositions
Double bass player from a musical family. Bachelor of Danish Rhythmic Music Conservatory. A graduate of the State Secondary Music School Józef Elsner in Warsaw. He also attended a music school with the Jazz Department at Bednarska street and in 2018 he graduated from the Faculty of Jazz at the Academy of Music in Katowice. He is a musician and composer active in many international and local bands as a sideman, and also a leader of several of his projects.
In 2017, he released his debut album "1st level" with his band Franciszek Pospieszalski Sextet. In 2019, he released the album "Accumulated Thoughts" with his Trio.
In 2021, the second album of Franciszek Pospieszalski's sextet was released and is named „Second Step”. Franciszek Pospieszalski is the laureate of the Andrzej Cudzich prize (Golden double bass), which he received at the Jazz Juniors 2019 competition. In 2020, together with his trio, he received a special prize at the Krokus Jazz Festival competition.
Franciszek Raczkowski - piano
Pianist sensitive to every detail. Impressionist. The improviser, which uniquely combines the language of improvisation with the idiom of classical piano music, from which his identity derives. His playing can be heard on several stylistically diverse albums (among others, "Time" by Przemek Kleczkowski and ''Hala'' by the band called KrÃ³lestwo Beskidu), and in the music of the bands "Vibe Quartet" or "Follow Dices", with whom he won many awards (Krokus Jazz Festival, Hanza Jazz Festival, Sibiu Jazz). He is also a laureate of the 8th International Jazz Improvisation Competition in Katowice. His debut album (Franciszek Raczkowski Trio - Apprentice, publishing house ForTune), gained a lot of favorable opinions in the music environment - Jan Ptaszyn WrÃ³blewski stated that this is music with great hopes for the future. The same music was found next to the recordings of SÅ‚awek JaskuÅ‚ke, Leszek MoÅ¼dÅ¼er and MichaÅ‚ Tokaj, in a Japanese edition compiling the achievements of Polish pianists (Polish Pianism, CorePort publishing house, 2017).
Peter Somos - drums
A Hungarian drummer, comes from Budapest, from a musician's family. After 7 years of studying piano, he switched to drums. At the age of 15, he began to play with professional bands. He graduated with honors at Rotterdam in the Netherlands. During his career, he had the opportunity to play with such bands / artists as Besh o droM, Charlie Horvath, Abel Marcel Calderon, Roni Eytan, The Authentic Light Orchestra, Nadishana, Gadi Lehavi, Joszko Broda, Ralph Kaminski, Krzysztof Scieranski and others. He also played at festivals such as: Sziget (HU), Exit (SR), Orange Warsaw Festiwal, Meskie Granie, Opener (PL), Womad (UK), Shanghai World Music Festival (CH), Kolkata Jazz Festival (IN), WOMADelaide (AUS). He also gave concerts in Argentina, Mexico, Dubai and South Korea.
